with others, have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument, express themselves
and play a range of percussion instruments.

e understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated
including: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and
appropriate musical notations

throughout our school making it accessible to all. Additional opportunities are provided in
Music, such as choir, Young Voices concerts, singing assembly, peripatetic music lessons,
theatre trips, community performances and visitors.
